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U.N. flags the need to cut meat to curb land
use impact on global warming

Global meat consumption must fall to curb global
warming, reduce growing strains on land and
water and improve food security, health and
biodiversity, a United Nations report on the effects
of climate change concluded. Plant-based foods
and sustainable animal-sourced food could free up
several million square kilometers of land by 2050
and cut 0.7-8.0 giga tones a year of carbon dioxide
equivalent, the U.N.’s Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC) said. Agriculture, forestry
and other land use activities accounted for 23

of total net man-made greenhouse gas emissions
during 2007-2016. When pre- and post-production
activity in the food system are included, that rises
toupto377.

Google pledges carbon-neutral shipping,
recycled plastic for all devices

Google announced that it would neutralize carbon
emissions from delivering consumer hardware by
next year and include recycled plastic in each of
its products by 2022. The company’s transport-
related carbon emissions per unit felt 407 last
year compared to 2017 by relying more on ships
instead of planes to move phones, speakers,
laptops and other gadgets from factories to
customers across the world.

Indonesia needs $15 billion investment to
meet geothermal target by 2025

Indonesia may require an estimated USS15 billion
in investment to meet its target of reaching 7.2
gigawatts (GW) of geothermal power capacity

by 2025 and is studying ways to reduce project
costs, an energy ministry official said lately. Coal
currently makes up around 60 of the country’s
energy mix versus about 57 from geothermal
power, according to data from state utility
company, PT Perusahaan Listrik Negara (PLN). The
company aim to increase its geothermal capacity
to 1.1 GW by 2026 from 672 megawatts currently.

Chevron starts burying CO2 off Australia at huge
Gorgon storage project

Chevron Corp has launched one of the world’s largest
carbon capture and storage projects, injecting CO2 into
a deep reservoir under an island off Western Australia

at its Gorgon LNG project. Gorgon is the biggest emitter
of carbon emissions out of Australia’s 10 LNG plants,
with gas from the Gorgon field containing 14/ CO2. The
facility, will reduce Gorgon’s emissions by 407 over the
life of the project, the company said. Once fully up and
running, between 3.4 million and 4 million tons a year of
carbon dioxide will be buried, Chevron said. Australia, is
the world’s largest carbon emitter per capita, mainly due
to increased LNG exports.

Finland’s Neste expands Singapore refinery as it taps
renewable growth

Finnish biofuel producer and oil refiner Neste (which is
44.7 7 owned by the state of Finland) is spending USS$1.6
billion to more than double output at its Singapore
refinery to meet rising global demand for renewable
energy. The refinery produces renewable fuels, mainly
from waste and residues. The Singapore expansion,
Neste’s single biggest investment to date, will increase
renewable fuel output by up to 1.3 million tons per year
(tpy) from the current 1 million tpy, Chief Executive
Peter Vanacker told Reuters. Neste is aiming to capitalize
on global growth in diesel and jet fuel consumption,
Vanacker added. The Singapore plant will also be able to
produce up to 1 million tpy of renewable jet fuel as well
as raw materials for various polymers and chemicals.

China adds 11.4 GW of new solar power capacity in
the first half of 2019

China connected 11.4 gigawatts (GW) of new solar power
to the grid in the first half of 2019, taking solar’s share
of total installed capacity to 10/. The National Energy
Administration said lately China’s total photovoltaic
capacity now stood at 185.6 GW, up 20/ compared

to the same period of last year. After capacity rose by
arecord 53 GW in 2017, China decided last year to

slow down the pace of new project approvals, with the
government concerned about insufficient grid capacity
and struggling to pay a subsidy backlog that had reached
140 billion yuan ($19.74 billion).
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
